4. With the pastor’s input, develop a weekly adult Bible Study. This could be in the evening or
during the day. Each session is two paid hours, an hour to attend and an hour to plan.

5. Participate in the planning and implementation of our new goal to have one “God’s Work,
Our Hands” day per quarter as a mission activity. Paid hours will vary.
